Parish Council Meeting

Seven residents attended the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 16 August in the Church Room, Winterton on Sea.

The Parish Council had received a letter of thanks from a resident to all those involved, especially the efforts of David Neve, for getting a basket ball net area on the playing field up and running; this followed a request at an earlier meeting by three teenagers.

An outline planning application was discussed by the Councillors - 06/07/0401/O – Sub-division of garden to form 2 no. plots for erection of 2 no. 3 bedroomed cottage style dwellings at site to the rear of 2 Hillside Cottages, North Market Road.  It was resolved, following a lengthy discussion, to advise GYBC of the concerns regarding access to the development.

The parish councillors gave an update on their responsibilities and other discussions took place on speeding cars in the village, parking, First Bus and footpaths.  Details in the minutes.

I don’t get to take long breaks any more and being only a two hour drive from where I live it is ideal for me and my family to hop in the car on our day off and spend the day.  You have a lovely village and a fabulous beach we look forward again to visiting very soon.

Letter received from Cathy Mijatovic of Winterton:

“I would like to take the time to thank all those, especially David Neve, who were involved in helping to bring to life the dream of three teenage boys; Lance Wallace, George Smith and Troy Lacey.   These three took it upon themselves to go to a Parish Council meeting in May (daunting even for the bravest of us adults!!!).  They went along and asked if it was possible to have a basket ball hoop set up.  I myself was very proud of my son as Lance doesn’t normally speak out for what he desires.  Anyway, I wasn’t too optimistic; especially as it was only the three of them, not half of the village teenagers.   So when the boys were told that they could have a court; I was amazed.  They were involved in everything; from looking around at other village facilities, literally watching cement dry and the hard job of removing the wood from the concrete court.  All three of them were really chuffed to help.   As I am writing this letter, there is only the actual hoop to be fitted tomorrow (13 August), then it’s completed.  This has all happened very quickly and I think everyone involved deserves a huge thanks.   I would like to say what a wonderful village this is.  I wonder how many other parishes would listen to three teenage boys – fantastic.  Thank you so much.”

GOOD NEWS FOR COMMUNITY GROUPS – another £50,000 to give away!

The Broads & Rivers Community Chest distributes funding to voluntary groups in the Broads and Rivers area – an area which covers your parish. Now the Fund has successfully applied for a further £50,000 to distribute to communities.  Charities and voluntary groups (including parish councils) are eligible to apply if they have a project which encourages tourism or improves the local environment.  50% of the total project cost is given, and applicants can claim from £200 to £5,000 for schemes valued up to £10,000.  There is a simple application form and the deadlines for applications will be 23 August, 25 October, 20 December 2007 and 21 February 2008.  Schemes must be completed by July 2008.

During the past four years the Broads & Rivers Community Chest has helped more than 80 voluntary and community groups achieve their aims.  Over £210,000 has been allocated, attracting match-funding of £230,000 from other private and public sources.

The Fund has been really successful in getting to grass root causes and has made an impact where it is needed most.  Typical examples of projects include provision of tourist information to publicise walks, funding for community composting schemes or the improvement of a wildlife area.  

Martham Bowls Club got funding from the Community Chest to improve their facilities.  This has borne fruit because the Club now attracts visiting teams from all over East Anglia – they stay the weekend and spend money in local shops and pubs – all good news for local businesses and good for the Bowls Club too.  So hurry, don’t let your community miss out!

WINTERTON CHURCH GIFT DAY 2007
Dear Friends, 

When we considered the request to install mobile phone antennae in the church tower, in return for an annual rental, earlier this year, many people said that they were surprised to learn that Winterton Church was in need of funds. A look around the church shows that we struggle to maintain such a large building and  have many outstanding repairs, not least re-plastering the north wall, and refixing the lightning conductors. Winterton Church is not a wealthy church and has no endowments. We receive no help from state or central church funds.  

But the church is an asset and not a burden; Winterton would not be Winterton without it. I am glad to see that many people have taken the opportunity to visit and enjoy its peace and serenity now that the church is open daily throughout the week. The Commemoration of Fr Porter with the adoption of the Marine Cadets by the Mayor had a wonderful attendance. The church will be the spectacular setting for many weddings this year, as well as hosting our regular and special services for Harvest, All Souls, Remembrance, Christmas, and Easter.  

But it will cost us in excess of £17,500 to run Winterton Church, this year which works out at £336 per week, or £48 per day. We do our best to keep expenses to a minimum, but our bills are expensive: the insurance premium alone costs £1,800. On top of this we have to raise funds for major repairs such as re-plastering the north wall. 

When we turned down the request to house the antennae, many people said they would like to help the church. The perfect time to do so is around our Gift Day.

Can you help us? If so please put a donation into an envelope and bring it to the Market Place on this year’s Gift Day, Saturday 25 August, where someone will be waiting to receive your donation between 8.30am-1pm. And remember if you are a tax payer if you complete and return the gift aid declaration below, we can reclaim the tax on your donation. So £10 is worth £12.80. We need it more than Mr Darling, and it doesn’t cost you a penny!

WINTERTON YOUTH CLUB – Inters group 12-16 years

It is with regret that we have to announce a delay in the setting up of this group.

There are two problems, the first is the lack of helpers; surely in this village there are three people who can spare a couple of hours a week to help the Kids? The second is the training required, a new helper would have to be trained and this would take about six hours, split into six to eight sessions.

It is not recommended that the same helpers attend the juniors and the inters.   One reason is the lack of concentration brought on by three hours working with kids and the second that new faces bring fresh ideas and approaches to the meeting.

One thing being considered is the bringing forward of the drop in centre for all ages.  This will only require one helper (female) permanent, for two hours a week or several on a relay basis and could be up and running before Christmas.
