PARISH NEWSLETTER
FEBRUARY – 2008 
Ten residents attended the Winterton on Sea Parish Council meeting on Thursday 21 February 2008.
Dog fouling was raised again and the Clerk was asked to contact Great Yarmouth Borough Council regarding Dog Warden training.  There were reports of dog fouling in Bush Road and Winmer Avenue.  Despite a letter being sent to all the residents it was reported again in Hill View Drive.
The following Planning Applications were considered by the Parish Council:
06/08/0067/F – Kitchen/diner, bedroom, dressing room, en-suite, ground floor granny annex (bedroom, living room, shower room) at Thai Court, Bush Road.  WINTERTON PARISH COUNCIL HAD NO OBJECTIONS.
06/08/0100/F – Proposed detached bungalow and garage adjacent to Seaview, Bush Road.  WINTERTON PARISH COUNCIL HAD NO OBJECTIONS.  (A resident from Bush Road was present at the meeting and raised a concern about the siting of the electricity pole).
The following Planning Decisions were received from Great Yarmouth Borough Council:
06/07/1059/F – Alterations to replace flat roof with pitched, rebuilding chimney stack and fitting new roof light at High View, Bush Road.  GYBC APPROVED.
Trees at the Old Rectory, Somerton Road – elder reduced in height to 4-5 metres and two conifers reduce in height to 4-5 metres. GYBC APPROVED.
06/07/1065/CC – New lantern house structure to replace existing at The Lighthouse.  GYBC APPROVED.
06/07/1045/F – Dormer and exterior stairs to rear of premises to form new fire escape to first floor accommodation at The Fisherman’s Return.  GYBC APPROVED.
06/07/0510/F – Replace existing garage adjacent to The Doghouse, Old Chapel Road.  GYBC REFUSED.
The Parish Councillors all gave a report on their responsibilities and updates were given on Coastal Erosion and the Village Hall.

Plug into your Parish Council

All parish councils rely on local residents volunteering to stand as parish councillors. The elections on Thursday 1st May 2008 are being held for district councillors and parish councillors, where a parish has enough candidates to require a poll.    

Could I be a Parish Councillor?

Any interested resident can decide to stand as a parish councillor. You do not need to have experience of local government and do not need to have or state a political allegiance. You do need to be nominated by two parish residents and submit a nomination form to your district council by noon on Friday 4th April 2008.  

To stand as a Parish Councillor candidate it is essential that you:

· Are a United Kingdom or Commonwealth citizen, or a citizen of the Republic of Ireland, or a citizen of another European Union member state

· Live in, or within 3 miles of the parish or your principle place of work is in the parish

· Are aged 18 or over. 

It is also very helpful if you:

· Have an interest in local issues 

· Have an understanding and willingness to represent the views of the whole community

· Are able to attend regular evening meetings

· Have an interest in learning and developing your role in the community

Why should I be a Parish Councillor?

There are many reasons for becoming a parish councillor. Most people become parish councillors because they want to improve the local environment and the quality of life in the area, and gain the satisfaction that comes with making a difference locally. Other benefits are that you get to meet new people as well as becoming more active in your community.

What can I do next?

An open evening will be held on Monday 10 March at 7.30pm in the Church Room – to enable anyone who is considering becoming a Parish Councillor to meet with the current Councillors.  This will be a very informal time  - an ideal opportunity to answer any questions or clarify any concerns over a drink and buns!

Following this, Norfolk County Association of Parish & Town Councils will be running a workshop for people who are interested in becoming a Parish Councillor on Monday 17 March 2008 in Ormesby Village Centre, Station Road, Ormesby, from 7.30pm.

To stand as a parish councillor candidate you need to submit a nomination form to your local Borough Council by Friday 4th April 2008. You can request a nomination form from 1st March 2008, from:

Make a Date with Wildlife

Phenology is the study of the timing of natural seasonal events, such as the first cuckoo call, the arrival of the first swallow or the first clump of frogspawn to be seen.  Over the last few years phenology has been brought to the forefront in TV programmes such as BBC SpringWatch, but did you know Norfolk is actually the birthplace of phenology?  

Spring has sprung - The grass is riz

I wonder where the birdie is - The bird is on the wing

But that’s absurd - I always thought the wing was on the bird

Norfolk Wildlife Trust is asking people to ‘Make a Date with Wildlife’ and help them record how climate change is affecting wildlife in this county.  To take part in this simple survey all you have to do is record when you see certain indications of spring happening in Norfolk.  There are 5 indications in total to record but you can do as many or as few as you like – every single record counts!

This spring keep your eyes peeled for such things as the first clump of frog spawn, the first swallow, the first orange tip butterfly, the first open hawthorn flower and the first fully opened oak leaf.  The survey runs from February to the end of May. Did you know about the rotating cone? Not sure what I am talking about? Well any new pedestrian traffic light crossings now have a rotating cone sticking out underneath the push button control unit, in the right hand back corner. When the green man lights up, the cone starts rotating! This is very useful for blind people who cannot see the green man and for deaf people, who also can’t hear the beeps, can now cross the road safely. There you go! You now know about rotating cone and next time you cross at a pedestrian crossing, for example the traffic lights on either side of the Haven Bridge or outside the Markets Gate bus terminus, have a good feel underneath!

     We are a group of blind and partially sighted people, also called Visually Impaired People, or a VIP. The group is very proactive in increasing awareness of the concerns, difficulties, experiences of VIPs who live in the borough, finding solutions and providing information to the general public for example the rotating cone. 

     We meet every other month, on a Monday afternoon for a couple of hours, in Yarmouth. We welcome you with refreshments and at half past two we start with our guest speaker which then follows with  topics of discussions until about 4:30pm when our transport arrives to take us home.
