The Meeting

The Film

Gave a balanced view, with expert comment, on the subject of Dredging off our coast and issue of new licences to continue the practice. There is concern that this activity is a contributory factor in Erosion.

The SMP Presentation

The SMP is a consultation document and it is our intention, as a group, to be involved in the widest possible consultation and give everyone in our village, and beyond, the chance to comment and be involved in the process. The whole document is available on-line at www.acag.org.uk
The Content (in simple terms)

The Shoreline Management Plan is supposed to do exactly what it says on the tin: It is a plan that will set out the policy by which our Shoreline will be Managed!!

Winterton-on-Sea

Our village sits in the plan at Subcell 3b13 and 3b14. We find ourselves in this situation because Beach Road divides the Coastline responsibility between the Environment Agency (to the North) and Great Yarmouth Borough Council (to the South).

Timeframe

There are three timeframes in the plan as follows:

A. “Present Day” is from now and for 20 years

B. “Medium Term” is from 20 years to 50 years

C. “Long Term” is from 50 years to 100 years

The SMP Objectives

A. To define the risk to people and the Environment

B. Identify the policies to best manage the Risks

C. Identify the consequences of implementing the Policy

D. Inform on future Development

E. Comply with National and International obligations.

The SMP Policy

A. Hold the Line: maintain or upgrade the level of protection provided by defences.

B. Advance the Line: build new defences seaward of the existing defence line.

C. Managed Realignment: allow retreat of the shoreline with monitoring and, if appropriate management to limit or control movement.

D. No Active Intervention: a decision not to invest in providing or maintaining defences. 

What does the SMP say for Winterton-on-Sea?
A. It is recognised that the relict dune system at Winterton could not be replaced, once it is lost.

B. It is recognised that the “Hold the Line” policy along large stretches of this shoreline will be neither economically viable nor technically sustainable.

C. The Policy to the North of Winterton (The Environment Agency area of responsibility) is to investigate the potential for change whilst defending. We think this means “Hold the Line” until it is decided not to!!

D. The Policy to the South of Winterton (The Great Yarmouth Borough Council area of responsibility) is “No Active Intervention”

E. Give the Public the opportunity to comment

PLEASE COMMENT.

Quote: Your views and comments will play an important part in the development of this SMP.

How to Comment.

The partners involved in the production of the SMP have appointed Terry Oates Associates Ltd to manage the consultation process. The process closes on 29 April 2005. Attached you will find a Form on which you can make your point. We strongly encourage All adult residents of Winterton-on-Sea to make their “VOICE” heard. Our local MP, Mr Tony Wright, would also be happy to hear your concerns so a copy of your form to him as well would be good.

Your coastal Erosion Steering Group View

A. We cannot accept this SMP in its current form.

B. We cannot accept loss of land, livelihood, property and heritage without compensation.

C. We cannot accept the loss of our irreplaceable, historic, protected dune system.

D. We understand the policy of Managed Realignment but until we know what is planned we cannot accept it.

E. We cannot accept the continued issue of Dredging licences for areas off our coast when the true impact and consequences of this activity has not been established.

F. We welcome a “Hold the Line” policy and expect the “Line” to be clearly defined and the policy fully funded.

G. We recommend maintenance of the current defences and further study into the causes of Erosion and the effect of man made activity that is adding to the problem.
