18th January certainly focused our minds again!!!!!  I have not been made aware of any serious damage in the village although most of us were without electricity until mid evening.  I must apologise to those who ventured down to the village hall for the council meeting only to find the meeting cancelled.  There were of course no lights or heating in the hall and we were at that time unaware that the top of the village did have electricity.  The two gentlemen from the County Council and Environment Agency, who were to have attended, had called off mid afternoon and with conditions worsening I thought it best to put the meeting back until the end of the month.

There is not a great deal to report this month. You will have read or seen that we had a Ministerial visit in the area regarding our coastal defences. Terry Byrne represented us

and reported that the meeting had been useful. We shall watch our new Minister with interest. The meeting was arranged by Tony Wright MP who keeps a constant watch on our situation.

The flood sirens around the coast have been condemned to the scrap yard, without consultation, by the NCC to save money. It will not affect us but some areas are far from pleased. We do not risk flood from the sea and the rivers are a distance away.

All of which brings me to the news that our Winterton Coastwatch Station is now operational and is again part of the national network. It’s been a long hard slog but it is a credit to Alan McMurchie and his helpers and a facility of which the village can be proud.

My Mardle is short this month and it would seem to be all about water and the sea but we are a coastal village. Pam and I appreciated your comments regarding the “Good News Newsletter” - thank you.

Spring is on its way and we need some more gardeners for the In Bloom Team. Help keep the village looking great.

A tree on the Village Green requires removing as it has died along with branches from other trees at the same location.
