	Winterton Parish Council

The Parish Council meeting took place on Thursday 15 June 2006 – there was a disappointing attendance of villagers at the last Parish Council meeting.  
The Vice Chairman, Keith Harrison, tendered his resignation as Vice Chairman of the Parish Council and also his position as Chairman of the Village Playing Field Committee due to ill health.  Keith has not enjoyed good health recently and the Councillors wished him a speedy return to full health and asked him to continue as a Councillor so that his knowledge and experience would not be lost to the Village.   Councillor Chris Barlow was proposed by Keith to take his place as Vice Chairman and this was unanimously approved.   Chris is well known in the village; having been involved with the Parish Plan from its inception to its implementation.

An update was received on Health matters including the new systems installed at Hemsby Surgery etc.  Notices will shortly be placed in the Newsletter to keep everyone up to date.  Reports were received from the Village Hall Committee, Erosion Group and the Parish Plan Action Group. A planning application for the changing rooms on the playing field was approved and GYBC notified.

WINTERTON WEB SITE

Winterton web site continues to draw very favourable comments from the outside world and we are pleased. The Guestbook facility has been inoperative for a while due to technical changes, But it is back and I am pleased to say that it has attracted a comment from a villager. He or she (anonymous!) has brought up several points which I am pleased to answer:-

No 1. Waste bins required on the beach and Beach road for dogs mess. The normal bins are provided by the Borough Council and cost approximately £100 each. Plus the cost of emptying. They cannot or should not be used for dogs mess unless they are emptied by specialist contractors!!!  No dogs mess is supposed to be placed in ordinary bins!! Can you imagine the problem and cost if all our present bins were checked for your doggies droppings??  

No 2. The condition of Somerton Road. (the width, the bends and general state of the road.) -- This has long been a subject of concern. The Borough and the County Council Highways department have long been aware of these concerns. Borough Councillor, Shirley Weymouth, as well as the Parish Council have spent countless hours in the past to no avail. There is no money for our minor roads and until several people have been killed in accidents on this road the situation will undoubtedly not change. 

No 3. The paper bin is still used to the satisfaction of the company that owns and empties it. If it were changed to a bottle bank it is the Council’s opinion that the site would immediately mirror other sites in the surrounding villages and become an eyesore. We already have a problem in parts of our village with fly tipping because certain people will not use their bins properly. Glass bins seem to bring out the worst in people. It is an interesting fact that photographs of our paper bin appear in many towns and cities in the UK as a fun way to hide a monster, thanks to Britain in Bloom. It is also pleasing to reiterate that the artistry was done by two villagers voluntarily, for free.

I hope this answers your questions GL of Winterton. All these questions and many more can be answered if anybody cares to come along to the Parish Council meetings on the 3rd. Thursday in each month. Watch the notice board for the agenda. At the start of each meeting there is your chance to enquire or question. Due to more enquiries about transport with low loading vehicles here are some details on Door to Door transport and how to use the service:

· You pay a membership fee of £5; renewable yearly at £3.

· The cost of a trip to great Yarmouth and back is £3.60.

· Winterton pick up day is Friday.

· They will drop you off where you want to go and pick up anywhere in Great Yarmouth.

· The time for shopping is around 2 hours.

· You need to book on the previous day (Thursday) before 12 o’clock by telephoning 01493 332253.

Would you like help to pay your Council Tax?   The basic guidelines are as follows for those who may qualify – it is just a telephone call to check to see if you qualify and it may save you ££’s.

· If you have less than £16,000 saved in a bank account or invested.

· On a low weekly income; if you or your partner are working or on benefits.

· Retired on a pension.

· You can own your own property or living in rented.
