“at the time of the fighting in the Crimea it took three weeks then for news to reach Winterton –  an old dame who had a son fighting out there heard that he needed boots; so she took a pair of his boots and hung them on the telegraph wire – “He’ll get them quickly” she thought.   In the morning they were gone and she was delighted!!!!!!!!!!!”
