Proposed telecommunications equipment at Holy Trinity 

and All Saints Parish Church

QS4 Ltd, the Church of England’s Approved Installer of telecommunications equipment, has approached the Parish Church on behalf of one of the mobile phone operators to position a mobile phone installation in the church. After discussing aspects of the proposal, the PCC would like to hear the views of the members of the community before applying for permission from the Diocese.  This release therefore invites your comments on the proposal.  

The installation would have no visual effect on the neighbourhood, with the antennae and equipment cabinets inside the tower.  

The installation would be built and managed by QS4 Ltd, the Church of England’s Approved Installer of Telecommunications Equipment. QS4 have a thorough knowledge and understanding of all aspects of the industry. They have first hand knowledge of the life of a Parish Church and are committed to the highest standards of workmanship. They would be working with the church, the Local Authority and the Diocese to obtain all necessary approvals. 

Final approval of the scheme would need to be given by Norwich Diocesan authorities. 

Realising that users want good coverage from their provider and that telecommunication companies have a legal obligation to provide a nation-wide service, QS4 Ltd and the PCC believe that the church tower is the preferred local option.

Nestling like a diamond surrounded by pearls on the North Norfolk Coast, Winterton on Sea has for centuries faced the vagaries, good and bad, of the North Sea. Its men folk have gone to sea in all kinds of boats in all kinds of weather, to fish, to rescue, and to plunder. The sea was both a provider and occasionally a taker away. But it was never much further from the village than it is today.
